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Remember (even though | don’t) that LESS is BETTER! Even with the best of intentions, unless
your trip literally has hours set aside for art play, you will most likely not use a ton of different
supplies. For my trip | could have gotten away with my minimalist pack, but let’s be real, | took
the maximalist pack and then some. TOP TIP: take your supplies in a clear pencil case so you Memo

can access them quickly and easily. to MEMENT@'y
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
